Requirements Hungarian Language III
1st semester

Attendance
Attending language classes is compulsory. If a student is late it is considered as an absence. Students can miss only 10 percent of the classes that is maximum 2 occasions. In case of more than 2 absences, the signature may be refused. Making up a missed lesson with another group is not allowed. 
The teacher evaluates active participation in each class. Students are not supposed to share coursebooks in the classes therefore if they fail to bring the coursebook to the class for the second time attendance is refused.
Testing, evaluation
During the semester students must sit for two oral tests. If a student is late for the test, he/she is not allowed to take it.
The tests are scheduled:
-          Mid-term test: week 8
-          End-term  test: week 14
 
A further minimum requirement is passing 10 word quizzes during the semester. There are five word quizzes before and another five after the mid-term test. If students fail or miss any word quizzes they cannot start their oral test and have to take a vocabulary exam that includes all the words before the  tests. A word quiz can be postponed by a week and students can take it only with their own teacher. Missed word quizzes cannot be made up for on the day of the test.  
 
Based on the final score the grades are given as follows.

2nd semester
Attendance
Attending language classes is compulsory. If a student is late it is considered as an absence. Students can miss only 10 percent of the classes that is maximum 2 occasions. If they miss 6 occasions, (no matter why) the final signature will be refused and the student must repeat the course. Making up with another class is not allowed.
The teacher evaluates active participation in each class. Students are not supposed to share coursebooks in the classes therefore if they fail to bring the coursebook to the class for the second time, attendance is refused. 
Testing, evaluation
[bookmark: _GoBack]In the Hungarian Language III/2 course, students have to take a written (!) mid-term test (on week 8) and a comprehensive oral exam in the exam period.
Students have to pass 9 word quizzes. There are five word quizzes before and four after the mid-term test. A word quiz can be postponed by a week (!) and students can take it only with their own teacher. 
Missed word quizzes cannot be made up for on the day of the test.
If the student fails the written mid-term test, he/she has one opportunity to take a written remedial exam covering the material of the failed part. The remedial test must be done on week 10. If the student fails the remedial test as well, his/her signature is refused.
The final comprehensive oral exam can only be taken if the written mid-term test is successful.
